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Spanish adjectives change depending on whether the noun is
masculine (-o) or feminine (-a).

Prefiero estudiar (la) tecnologia porque no es aburrida.
Te gusta el profesor de arte porque es listo.

Spanish adjectives also change depending on whether the noun is
singular (one) or plural (more than one).

Prefiero las empresariales porgue son interesantes.

Odio las ciencias porgue son complicadas.
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When using opinions, infinitives and reasons together, you
do not always need to change the adjective endings.

(The act of studying maths is boring.)

No le gusta estudiar (las) matematicas porgue son aburridas.

(The subject maths is boring.)

Infinitives always end in -ar, -er or -ir.  [V]

Comenzar and empezar have the same meaning: tostart. [V]
Adjectives ending in -e form the plural by adding -os. [F]
