Try and use descriptive words.
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Example:

Now write down what happens in
your story.

Try and use lots of detail.
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The end.

The last part of the story is the
ending.

Will it be a happy or sad ending?

You can use sentence starters to
help you decide what to write.
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Example.

Write it
down on your writing frame.

If you haven't already got a title you
can add it now.
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Make it easier
