Querer has a spelling change in the present tense from que to qui in

all parts of the verb except we and you plural:

guiero - | want gueremos - we want
guieres - you want guerels - you (plural) want

guiere - s/lhe wants  quieren - they want
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Querer - to want, wanting
Use the infinitive to say “wanting”

Querer un puesto es normal. Wanting a post is normal.

Use quiero and a noun

Quiero un puesto. | want a post.

When you use quiero plus a verb, the verb must be an infinitive:

Quiero buscar un puesto. | want to look for a post.
