vorhaben to plan

Lust haben to want(desire)
Angst haben to be afraid
der Plan/die Plane plan/olans

die Zukunft future
hoffentlich hopefully
vielleicht perhaps/maybe
wahrscheinlich probably
moglicherweise possibly
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You will recall the future tense. It is formed using the present tense
of werden, plus an infinitive which goes to the end. When used like

this, it translates as "will"

Ich werde [ will

du Wirst you will
er/sie/es/man wird he/she/it/one will
WITr werden we will

Inr werdet you will

sie werden they will

Sie werden you will

z.B. wir werden nach Frankreich fahren= we will go to France
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wollen = to want (to). Do not confuse it with werden(!)

ich will =1 want ich werde =1 will
However, as a modal verb, it is used with an infinitive in the same way

Ich will [ want

du willst you want
er/sie/es/man will he/she/it/one wants
WITr wollen we want

1al wollt you want

sie wollen they want

Sie wollen you want

z.B. Ich will nach Frankreich fahren =/ want to go to France
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Other non-modal verbs can also be used with infinitives, but if
they are, zu is needed before the infinitive

Eg. hoffen = to hope

Ich hoffe, nhach Frankreich zu fahren =1 hope to go to France

vorhaben = to plan (N.B. This is a separable verb!)

Ich habe vor, nach Frankreich zu fahren = I plan to go to France

2. Why don't you want to visit the museum??

Warum hast du keine Lust, das MuseudY besichtigen FALSCH

3. Hopefully we will visit my grandparents in July

Hoffentlich werden wir im Juli meine GroRReltern besuchen RICHTIG

4. My brother is planning to do a tour round the world

Mein Bruder hat vor, eine Weltreise zu machen RICHTIG

5. 1am afraid of going to other countries

lch habe Angst, andere Lander zu besuchen RICHTIG
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Summary of learning

In German, the future tense is formed with the verb werden plus the
infinitive which goes to the end of the clause

Eg I will go to America = ich werde nach Amerika fahren

This is also the pattern with modal verbs

Eg | want to go to America = ich Will nach Amerika fahren

However, for other verbs a zu is heeded before the final infinitive
Eg I hope to go to Amerika = ich hoffe, nach Amerika zu fahren

I am planning to visit my uncle = ich habe vor, meinen Onkel zy besuchen
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
