In May 2019, local Conservatives in Walsall won enough seats to form a 
majority on the local council. This followed on from the local Labour Party 
winning control of the council in the May 2018 local election. Both political 
parties fought the election on very different manifestos, each making 
different promises for the West Midlands town. The choice people made at 
the ballot box made a direct difference to who was in power in their town.
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
