He sets them to work, he gives back to them the bare 

minimum that will prevent them from starving, and the rest he keeps for 

himself. Our labour tills the soil, our dung fertilises it, and yet there is not one of 

us that owns more than his bare skin.

Every drop of it has gone down the throats of our enemies.



"Is it not crystal clear, then, comrades, that all the evils of this life of ours 

spring from the tyranny of human beings?

Almost overnight we could 

become rich and free. What then must we do? Why, work night and day, body 

and soul, for the overthrow of the human race! That is my message to you, 

comrades: Rebellion!
