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To say ‘there is’ or ‘there are’, Spanish uses the word ‘hay’.
Hay unas aulas. — There are some classrooms.

Sentences with ‘hay’ often start with ‘en’.
En mi colegio hay un laboratorio. = /n my school there is a lab.

Sentences with ‘tiene’ don't normally start with ‘en’.
La clase tiene un profesor. = The class has a teacher.
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To describe someone or something, Spanish often uses ‘es’.

Hay un gimnasio. Es moderno. =9 There is a gym. It is expensive.

To describe two or more people or things, Spanish often uses ‘son’.

Hay unos campos de futbol. Son grandes. =9  There are some football
pitches. They are big.

ilmportante! ‘Es’ and ‘son’ both refer to permanent
characteristics.
