● Use the symbols to support the sentence structure. 
● Once your sentence is complete, practise saying the sentence. 
● Use my turn your turn so the learner can hear you say the sentence first. 
● Now you can write your sentence onto paper. 



Make it easier

Cut the symbols or draw 
them so the learner can 
order them to create their 
sentence. 

Adults can scribe or write 
alongside the learner. 

Make it harder

Add new images of 
animals in their 
environments. Ask the 
learner to research to find 
the answers.
