sure you are saying the sound as you
would say a word beginning with

that sound).

e Search for 5 things in your home that
start with this phoneme sound.

e Keep reinforcing throughout the day.
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Now it’s time to complete the activity

e Begin by choosing a letter sound that
your child knows.

e Write down the letter and encourage
making the sound of the letter at the
same time.

e Take your written letter with you and
hunt for objects beginning with that
letter sound.

e Keep reinforcing the sounds whilst you
hunt for objects.
