Each syllable in a word should be pronounced 
fully.

español inglés

Four clear, separate 
syllables:
Cho-co-la-te
Each part is always 
pronounced.

Three syllables when 
you speak slowly: 
(choc-o-late)
Two syllables 
(choc-late) normally

If you are looking for an unidentified person, you need the article:

Busco un dentista. I am looking for a dentist.

Compare:

español: Soy profesor. inglés: I am a teacher.

Mi padre es mecánico.   My father is a mechanic.



 Masculine and feminine forms of jobs

 Some jobs have masculine and feminine forms:

●  médico                     médica
●  director       directora

Those ending in -e or -ista do not change:

● cantante cantante          (dependiente/a)
● electricista electricista
