Adjectival agreement
In Spanish, adjectives ending in -0’ change to ‘-a’, when the
noun described is feminine.

Compare:
el pueblo antiguo (m, sg)

la casa moderna (f, sg)

Note: when the adjective ends in ‘-e’ there is no change for gender:

el pueblo grande (m, sg)

la casa grande (f, sg) <



Number agreement

Spanish adjectives also change depending on whether the noun is
singular (one) or plural (more than one):

Compare:
el pueblo antiguo (m, sg) los pueblos antiguos (m, pl)
la casa moderna (f, sg) las casas modernas (f, pl)

Note: if the adjective ends in -e, add -s for masculine and
feminine nouns:

las casas grandes (f, pl)

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Adjective position
However, there are always exceptions. Ordinal numbers in
Spanish (Ist, 2nd, 3rd) go before the noun, like in English.

Examples:

La primera casa en la derecha
The first house on the right.
La tercera planta.
