Some verbs need to have a preposition before the infinitive:

Aprender a - to learn (to do something)
Aprendo a conducir
(I learn to drive)

When referring to people you also need
the personal a:

Ayudo a Juan a aprobar los examenes.

ensenar a - to teach (to do something)
Invitar a - to invite (to do something)
