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Sequencing events

1) To say ‘before doing something’, use avant de/d’ + the infinitive -—

Avant de continuer mes études, je voyagerai.

2) To say ‘after having done something’, use aprés avoir/étre + the past participle
of the verb

Apreés avoir fait du bénévolat, je voyagerai.

3) If the verb takes étre, the past participle must agree with the subject. If using
a reflexive verb, the reflexive pronoun goes before étre.

Aprés m'étre marié(e), je voyagerai.
