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What is a reflexive verb?

Je lave le chien = | wash the dog jave = | wash myself

Laver - To wash (not reflexive) ver - To wash oneself (reflexive)

When a verb is reflexive, it shows that the action is being done to oneself.
To indicate this, reflexive verbs have an additional reflexive pronoun.
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Using reflexive verbs?

The reflexive pronoun changes depending on who is doing the verb:

Se |laver = To wash oneself

i Je me lave = | wash myself Don't forget your
verb endings when
Tu te laves = You wash yourself you are conjugating
