Possessive adjectives

To say ‘my’ in Spanish before a singular or uncountable noun, use mi.

To say ‘my’ in Spanish before a plural, use mis.

IT does not matter whether the noun is masculine or feminine.

Compare:
Mi mensaje es en inglés. My message is in English
Mis mensajes son en inglés. My messages are in English.

Possessive adjectives

To say ‘his’ or *her’ in Spanish before a singular or uncountable noun, use su.

To say ‘his’ or *her’ in Spanish before a plural, use sus.

IT does not matter whether the noun is masculine or feminine.

Compare:
Su mensaje es en inglés. His/her message is in English
Sus mensajes son en inglés. His/Her messages are in English.
