Many words in Spanish have a stress on the penultimate syllable
(the second-to-last syllable), for example:

escalada remo boxeo patingje

Some of these words with a stress on the penultimate syllable
have an accent. However, this is only the case if the last letter is
NOT a vowel (a, e, 1, 0, uU),an ‘n"oran 's’.
