Devoir 

To refer to people in general

On doit = You must, you have to

-  to have to / must (irregular verb)



Use devoir with an infinitive to say what someone must do:

On doit porter l’uniforme scolaire

You (general) must wear school 
uniform

Devoir -  have to / must (irregular verb)

On        doit          porter des bijoux

You (general) must not wear 
jewellery

Devoir in the present tense

Je dois - I must

Tu dois - You must

Il/Elle doit - He/she must

Vous devez - You (pl) must

Ils/Elles doivent - They must

Nous devons - We must

On doit - You (general)
